Councillor Sabine Dietz noted that Council should wait until the study is 

published but for Council to be ready to discuss the Report and to contact the Town of Amherst 

to coordinate responses.  Councillor Kenneth Hicks asked if the Municipality would have a voice 

during the study process.  CAO Jamie Burke responded that at the original meeting, Town 

Council members and Staff were present, and it was discussed at the meeting that although 

Sackville and Amherst were not the key points of the study objectives, it was acknowledged that 

they cannot forget the two communities exist.  Mayor Mesheau noted it would be in the best 

interest to wait for the results of the study and proceed accordingly.
